I. Call to Order/Establishment of a Quorum

Motion to approve minutes made by Gena Manner, second by Susan Bradberry. Motion passed. 

III. Old Business

IV. New Business 

1.  Stacie & Greg Browning

Discussion:   The Commission discussed the type of sign as to the business trademark, the location of sign, size and the lighting for the sign located @ 55 Broadway.   Commission felt they needed to do further research before voting.

Action taken:  Motion made by Donna Taylor with second from Gena Manner to table the decision on the sign until further research. Motion passed.

1. Bethel University

Discussion:  Dr. Hames presented low profile signs(not to exceed 3’ in height) to help with the location of the Dept. of Nursing @ 647 Stonewall N.  that could be seen coming from either way on Stonewall, indicating to turn  on Church St. The sign will need to be placed up to the property line for maximum visibility.  The sign will be black with gold lettering.

Action taken:  Motion made by Lisa Norris with second from Gena Manner to allow the sign to be placed up to the property line for the best visibility.  Motion passed.

Discussion:  Dr. Hames presented low profile sign to help direct visitors to the location of the Administrative Building for the College of Health Sciences @ 647 Stonewall N.  that could be seen coming from either way on Stonewall.  They had previously affixed signs on the columns, but they had not been beneficial in directing traffic to that office.  This sign will be black with gold lettering.

Action taken: Motion made by Lisa Norris with second from Gena Manner to allow the sign to be placed up to the property line for the best visibility. Motion passed.

Discussion:  Dr. Hames presented a proposal to utilize the existing 8 x 3 brick sign that is in the yard @ 647 Stonewall St. of the Bethel Performing Arts Center.  The brick sign will have a black background with gold lettering and would be spotlighted; the other choice was to use one of the low profile signs in the yard to indicate the location of the Performing Arts Center.

Action taken: Motion was made by Lisa Norris with second by Donna Taylor to allow Bethel to reuse the original brick sign and cover with new signage lettering.  Motion passed.

1. Don McDaniel

Discussion:  Mr. McDaniel proposed construction of a 16 x 24 portable building to be used as a BBQ restaurant at 518 Magnolia Ave. The property is currently not zoned for commercial use.  Mr. McDaniel had been advised that he would need to come before the Historic Zoning Commission before going to the zoning board.  Mr. McDaniel was advised that the proposed building did not meet historic local guidelines.  Section K; new construction must blend with the existing neighborhood.

Action taken:  Motion to deny the COA was made by Nola Hobbs with second from Gena Manner.   Motion passed.

Charlene Jones, a property owner across the street from the proposed site addressed the board and voiced her concerns over any further encroachment in the residential district than had already happened.  She stated she had not tried to fight the liquor store, due to the fact there had always been a business on that particular spot.  She expressed her distress that a former beautiful historic home had been torn down to provide the spot for the Little General.  She opposed the single wide trailers that had been brought into the neighborhood, but had no vote due to the government putting them in.

1.  Broadway Brew

Discussion:  Steven Hugueley presented the 22” rectangle sign with hanger for approval.  There  will be two signs hung at least 7’ high.  One will be on the Cedar St. side of the building, the other sign will be on the Broadway St. side located @ 55 Broadway.  Care will be taken in the                  mounting of the sign so that the brick exterior will not be damaged.
	 
      Action taken:  Motion to allow the two signs was made by Donna Taylor with second from Gena        
      Manner.  Motion passed.

 V. Other Business

Lisa Norris made a recommendation that the residential district outside the downtown area become a conservation district instead of a historic district.
